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LOCATE:  Child Care Services Centralized in Baltimore


LOCATE:  Child Care, a service that assists parents search for child care has been centralized at Maryland Family Network in Baltimore.  There, a single statewide counseling center will provide both individual phone counseling and online self-search capabilities.  The centralized LOCATE service will help all parents find and evaluate child care, while providing enhanced services to Spanish-speaking parents, military families, and families of children with special needs.  Individual counseling services will be available five days per week. Providers will continue to receive the annual LOCATE questionnaire which is used to update information about their programs in the LOCATE database.
